The 9th Graduation Day was held on 22nd October 2016.
Dr. S. Thangasamy. the honourable Vice Chancellor of
TNTEU, Chennai was the Chief Guest. 76 B.Ed., Graduates
of the year 2014-2015 received the graduation certificates in
person and 27 certificates in absentia were handed over to the
Principal by the Chief Guest.

In the afternoon, the Alumni Association gathering was cel-
ebrated. To highlight the Tin Jubilee year and in response to
the suggestion of our beloved alumni a special session on the
topic.

Changes adapted as per NCTE regulations: With the amend-
ments made by National Council for Teacher Education Act
2014 we were obliged to adapt the new norms. B.Ed.. Pro-
gramme duration is 2 years and a unit of the B.Ed.., now com-
prises only 50 candidates. Our Society has decided to admit
only one unit for which 10 teaching faculties have obtained
approval. We have in our students' roll 64 out of hundred, of
which the first year candidates are 24 and second year 40.

University Examination and Academic Results of the
year 2015-2016.

TNTEU - examinations were held from 18th June to 16th
July 2016 at Senthamil College, Tamilsangam Road. Madu-
rai. 40 of our student-teachers appeared before the commis-
sion panel appointed by the University for their Practical Ex-
amination held on 22nd July2016. The convener
Mrs. Velkumara selvi & member Mrs. Lavanya, were Asst.
Professor who came from Sengunthar College of Edn..
Salem. In Practical Examinations all the 40 secured distinc-
tion. In theory examination 34 emerged with distinction and
6 obtained first class and so the results of first batch of first
year students are centum.

Faculty

The significant and irreplaceable fulcrum role played by the
members of the faculty is great and inexplicable. 8 teaching
and 2 of the supporting faculties have been approved by the
University. I gratefully record the service of all our teaching
and non-teaching staff who faithfully integrate the activities
primarily for the welfare of our students.

The management always aspires to empower the staff mem-
bers and exposes them to various experiences through train-
ing programmes, seminars, workshops., managerial courses
and encourages pursuing higher studies.

The IQAC through periodical collection of feedback o
teachers, received from the students, peers and experts em-
ploys appropriate measures to enhance quality in faculty on a
consistent basis and encourages the management to organise
faculty development & welfare programmes regularly.

The academic programme of the year 2016-17.

The second year students commenced the academic year in
August. After a month spent in introduction and preparation
of macro lesson plans they returned to the same Schools of
one month initial experience they had in the first year to
pursue their actual teaching practice for 16 weeks from 1st
Sep. The option given to have the practice in 2 blocks suited
our students to have a break during the month of Nov from
teaching experience and to be integrated with the first year
students for many of the common activities such as State
level seminar, inauguration of Cells, Clubs and Associations,
Life skill programme, extension activities (Fancy Fete). etc..

Here are 10 foods that mlrror the body parts they provide nutrients for—for example, brain-
boosting walnuts actually look like a brain. Coincidence? Maybe. Though these healthy
foods are beneficial to the whole body, the list below is a fun reminder of what to eat to
target specific areas.

1. A sliced Carrot looks like the human eye. According to science, eating carrots greatly
enhances blood flow to the eyes. Carrots get their orange colour from a plant chemical called
beta-carotene, which reduces the risk of developing cataracts. The chemical also protects
against macular degeneration, an age-related sight problem that affects one in four individu-
als over the age of 65. If one tries to pop a pill of beta-carotene it doesn’t have the same P

effect. l/

2. Celery, Rhubarb, Bok-choy and more look just like bones. These foods specifically target
bone strength. Bones are made up of 23% sodium and these foods have sodium in them. If
you don’t have enough sodium in your diet the body pulls it from the bones, making them
weak. These foods replenish the skeletal needs of the body.

3. Ginger looks like the stomach and it also aids in digestion. Indian and Chinese people
have been using it for over 5000 years to calm stomach and cure nausea, and motion
sickness. It also slows down the growth rate of bowel tumours.

4. Grapes resembles the alveoli of the lungs. The lungs are made of branches of ever-smaller
airways that finish up with tiny branches of tissue called alveoli. These structures allow
oxygen to pass from the lungs to the blood stream. A diet high in fresh grapes has shown to
reduce the risk of lung cancer and emphysema. Grape seeds also contain a chemical called
proanthocyanidin, which is thought to reduce the severity of asthma triggered by allergy.
One reason that premature babies struggle to survive is that, these alveoli do not begin to |
form until 23 to 24 week of pregnancy.

5. Kidney Beans actually heal and help maintain kidney function and are shaped exactly like
the human kidneys (hence their name).
